The Global Aggregate Bond Fund invests in international
bonds and designed to track the return (before tax, fees
and other expenses) on the Bloomberg Barclays Global
Aggregate Bond Index, 100% hedged to the New Zealand
dollar.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the fund on 15 July 2020 and did not
make any further contributions.

Jess paid other
charges of $11. This gives Jess a total return after tax of -
$294 for the 11 months and 15 days.

Notes

2 We charge fixed fund charges that cover normal fund operating costs. For disclosure purposes, supervisor, audit and legal costs are not included in
the manager’s basic fee, but are included in the other management and administration charges.

3 The administration fee in the year to 31 March 2021 is stated net of an income tax deduction that was applied in calculating your PIE tax payable (the
deduction was paid to us). On 1 April 2021, we stopped doing this — this means that if your prescribed investor rate is 10.5%, 17.5% or 28%, the total
fee you now pay us will be lower.
