In particular, while SuperLife
KiwiSaver scheme's philosophy is that a passive approach to investing will deliver better long-term
results, we make some active management decisions. There is a risk that this may result in the fund
achieving a return that is lower than the investment objective for the fund.

*From 9 November 2016, the total fund charges changed to an estimated 0.59% per annum of the
fund's net asset value and the administration fee reduced to $30 per annum.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further contributions. At
the end of the year, Jess received a return after fund charges were deducted of $488 (that is 4.88%
of her initial $10,000). Jess paid other charges of $33'. This gives Jess a total return after tax of
$455 for the year.
