What is the purpose of this update?

This document tells you how smartGrowth has performed and what fees were charged. The
document will help you to compare the investment option with funds.

This information is not
audited and may be updated.

Description of this investment option

smartGrowth invests in the ETF funds and is designed to provide investors with long-term capital
growth with expected high volatility.

What are the risks of investing?

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Other specific risks

* From 9 November 2016, the total fund charges changed to 0.59% per annum of the investment
option’s net asset value and the administration fee reduced to $30 per annum

Small differences in fees and charges can have a big impact on your investment over the long term.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the investment option and did not make any further contributions. At the end of
the year, Jess received a return after fund charges were deducted of $1,096 (that is 10.96% of her
initial $10,000). Jess paid other charges of $332. This gives Jess a total return after tax of $1,063 for
the year.
