This document tells you how the UK Cash Fund has performed and what fees were charged. The
document will help you to compare the fund with other funds.

The UK Cash Fund is designed to provide a return (after tax, fees and other expenses) that reflects the
after-tax return on the UK cash market, managed from a UK investor’s perspective.

There is a risk that this may result in the fund
achieving a return that is lower than the investment objective for the fund.

There is also arisk that UK tax law changes and as a result the SuperLife UK pension transfer scheme
loses its QROPS status. We will not be liable for any loss you may suffer if this happens.

It will be calculated as our estimate of those costs and will be agreed with
you before we start the transfer process.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further contributions. At
the end of the year, Jess incurred a loss after fund charges were deducted of -$1,377 (that is -13.77%
of her initial $10,000). Jess paid other charges of $60. This gives Jess a total loss after tax of -$1,437
for the year.
