What is the purpose of this update?

This document tells you how the Australian Property ETF Fund has performed and what fees were
charged.

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Other specific risks

exchange traded fund, which is designed to track the return on a specific index. Tracking difference
may occur when the weighting of each of the financial products included in the index changes, and
the fund that tracks the index is not able to exactly match that change. There is a risk that this may
result in the fund achieving a return that is lower than the index being tracked by the fund.

There is also a risk that UK tax law changes and as a result the SuperLife UK pension transfer
scheme loses its recognised overseas pension scheme (ROPS) status. There is also a risk that the
UK's rules for ROPS change. We will not be liable for any loss you may suffer if this happens.
