What are the risks of investing?

Other specific risks

There are other risks that may increase the risk to
returns for investors, which are not reflected in the
risk indicator. These risks include underlying fund
tracking risk. In particular, the fund invests in an
exchange traded fund, which is designed to track
the return on a specific index. Tracking difference
may occur when the weighting of each of the
financial products included in the index changes,
and the fund that tracks the index is not able to
exactly match that change. There is a risk that this
may result in the fund achieving a return that is
lower than the index being tracked by the fund.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the fund on 28 October 2016
and did not make any further contributions. On 30
September 2017, Jess received a return after fund
charges were deducted of $1,570 (that is 15.70% of
her initial $10,000). Jess paid other charges of §11
(Jess received statements and other SuperLife
communications electronically and was not charged
the paper statements fee). This gives Jess a total
return after tax of $1,559 for the 11 months and 3
days.
