What is the purpose of this update?

Description of this fund

The NZ Shares Fund is designed to provide a return
(after tax, fees and other expenses) that reflects the
after-tax return on the New Zealand share market.

What are the risks of investing?
Risk indicator for the NZ Shares Fund
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The risk indicator is rated from 1 (low) to 7 (high).
The rating reflects how much the value of the fund'’s
assets goes up and down. A higher risk generally
means higher potential returns over time, but more
ups and downs along the way.

In particular, while the SuperLife
KiwiSaver scheme's philosophy is that a passive
approach to investing will deliver better long-term
results, we make some active management
decisions. There is a risk that this may result in the
fund achieving a return that is lower than its
investment objective.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Jess had $10,000 in the fund and did not make any
further contributions. At the end of the year, Jess
received a return after fund charges were deducted
of $1,251 (that is 12.51% of her initial $10,000). Jess
paid other charges of $30. This gives Jess a total
return after tax of $1,221 for the year.
