Tracking difference may occur when the
weighting of each of the financial products included in
the index changes, and the fund that tracks the index is
not able to exactly match that change. There is a risk
that this may result in the fund achieving a return that is
lower than the index being tracked by the fund.

$30. This gives Jess a total return after tax of $476 for the
year.
