Description of this fund 
The Total World (NZD Hedged) Fund invests in 
international shares and designed to track the return 
(before tax, fees and other expenses) of the FTSE Global 
All Cap Index, 100% hedged to the New Zealand dollar. 

What are the risks of investing?

The risk indicator is rated from 1 (low) to 7 (high). The 
rating reflects how much the value of the fund’s assets 
goes up and down.

This gives Jess a total 
return after tax of $2,710 for the year.
